2015 Reporting Requirements

Each year, the West Virginia Health Care Authority (HCA) reviews and revises the hospital

inpatient data reporting requirements based on federal, state, and/or industry standards. There

will be one required reporting change for 2015:

ICD-9 to ICD-10 Conversion
All hospital inpatient data with statement coverage end dates of October 1, 2015 or later, must

be submitted using the 5010 file format with ICD-10 codes. The Hospital Inpatient Data System
(HIDS) effective date for this change is April 1, 2016. It is in the best interest of the hospitals to
submit a test file during the testing period, which began May 2015 and runs until March 15,
2016, to ensure compatibility for the 2015 data submission deadline of June 15%, 2016.
